Thinking about a Satellite Dish?
With the switch to HDTV, a satellite dish may be exactly what you want and need to be able to watch your favorite shows.

Before having a satellite dish installed at Aspenhof, there are a few guidelines to keep in mind.

First, the Indentures state that you need to apply to the Board of Trustees for a permit to install a dish:  
9. RESTRICTIONS

… nor shall an awning, canopy, radio or television antenna in excess of ten (10) feet above the dwelling roofline, or dish be erected, or affixed or placed upon any land or any building on any lot, without the prior written approval of the Trustees as provided hereafter.

Also, when the Board reviews the application for the permit, the Indentures provide that they "consider the characteristics of the structure, alteration, landscaping or grading, the quality of materials and workmanship, and the harmony of design and location in relation to surrounding structures and topography within Aspenhof." 
The Board agrees that placement of satellite dishes which are visible from and placed near the public roads is not consistent with the harmony and design of the surrounding structures and detracts from the ambience and beauty of Aspenhof.  This means that the Board will require that the satellite dish be placed in the least conspicuous location on a property, for example on the cabin’s roof, but never fronting or conspicuously visible from any of the public roads.
